Origins and Meaning: The name "Opi D'Aqui" translates 
to "opium from here" in Occitan, a language with roots in 
Latin. This term reflects the wine's deep connection to its 
homeland in the Languedoc region.

Craftsmanship and Legacy: Founded in 2012 by Philippe 
Formentin, Opi D'Aqui embodies the artisanal spirit of 
natural winemaking. Formentin's journey from 
Montpellier to Clermont-l'Hérault, coupled with global 
wine-making experiences, culminated in the creation of 
this esteemed vineyard.



Opi D'Aqui L'Orangeade 
Languedoc-Roussillon, France 2022

Grape Variety
100% Marsanne

For this Orange wine, the grapes are manually 
harvested in the cool early mornings, carried in 10 kg 
boxes to the winery, then kept in cold storage for 24 h 
to slow start fermentation to ensure freshness and 
carefully sorted. They ferment naturally, with wild 
yeast (naturally present on the grapes) without 
sulfites or any other additives. With only 11.5% vol, 
this is a light and very refreshing orange wine.

Opi D'Aqui Les Faineants 2020 Natural Wine 
The Rouge "Les Fainéants" by Opi D'Aqui is the 
full-bodied red of this Languedoc winery, produced 
with Mourvèdre and Grenache and aged for about 12 
months in oak barrels. Produced with artisanal care, it 
is straightforward, with complex aromas of blueberries, 
cherry and intriguing hints of leather and vanilla on 
the finish. The palate is intense, with fine and well 
integrated tannins, the finish has a great persistence of 
aromas.

Taste Full-bodied, velvety tannic texture, good 
persistence 
Scent Black fruits such as cassis, blueberries then 
cherry, slight hints of leather and vanilla on the finish.

The Rouge "L'Abricotier" of Opi D'Aqui is a red that 
takes its name from a suggestive apricot tree that stands 
out near the vineyards. Carbonic maceration gives 
freshness and aromaticity, but this wine has a medium 
body that gives intensity to the sip. On the nose, there 
are blueberries, cassis and fragrant aromatic herbs on the 
finish, a typical note of 'garrigue', Mediterranean scrub.

While having an 
apparent light colour, this wine has a surprising depth of 
texture and flavour thanks to the combination of various 
Grenaches that have been expertly blended to create a 
wine that is both complex and intriguing.

Picpoul is a legendary grape variety of the area around 
the coastal town of Sète in the Languedoc. Here it is 
often teamed with oysters and other seafood dishes
The Picpoul grapes for this Opi D’Aqui wine were 
picked by hand from a 1 hectare plot near Pinet 
(limestone and clay terroir) and placed in small 10 kg 
baskets. The grapes were then direct pressed and the juice 
transferred to tanks for a period of 6 months. The wine 
was then bottled without filtration and without the 
addition of sulphites to ensure freshness.

The Rouge "Les Cliquets" by Opi D'Aqui is a light red 
wine of great pleasantness. Produced in an artisanal 
way by the winery, it is the result of the union between 
Grenache and a small part of Vermentino which, also 
thanks to a short carbonic maceration, gives a great 
aromatic quality and freshness. Hints of wild 
strawberry and cherry are the olfactory fulcrum of the 
wine, while slight green hints can be perceived on the 
finish. On the palate is perceived a fine tannin, the 
finish is fresh and persistent.
